Whereas, The National Association of Parliamentarians® has, by adoption of a standing rule, 
designated the month of April as Parliamentary Law Month;

Resolved, That I, Alison Wallis, PRP, President of the National Association of Parliamentarians®, 
do hereby declare April 2024 as Parliamentary Law Month and call upon the districts, 
associations, units, and all members to observe the month with appropriate programs, ceremonies, 
and activities as a way to create the future and bring our mission and vision into reality. 
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
